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PROVISIONAL BALLOTS COMPLETE 

 Breakdown from Recorder’s Office 
 

Pima County Recorder, F. Ann Rodriguez, announced that they have completed the 

verification process of the provisional ballots that voters were issued on Election Day. The 

Recorder’s Office received 21,333 Provisional ballots and 44 Conditional Provisional ballot forms 

from the Pima County Elections Department following the closing of polling locations on Election 

Day.  The Recorder’s Office has completed the review of all provisional ballots, at approximately 

4:00 p.m. on Thursday, November 17, 2016. 

 

Of the 21,377 forms processed, a total of 18,223 were determined to be valid and were 

approved to be counted.  That is a validity rate of just over 85%.  In our processing of the 

Provisional ballots, I directed my staff to track the reason why a voter’s ballot was disqualified.  The 

provisional ballot breakdown is as follows:
