 Re-registering can be done simply by completing a new voter registration form.  Voters 

with an Arizona driver’s license or Motor Vehicle Division (MVD) identification card issued 

after October 1, 1996 may register online at the MVD voter registration site at 

www.servicearizona.com.  In addition, forms may be obtained at the Pima County Recorder’s 

office, any Arizona Department of Motor Vehicle branch, all post offices and libraries, political 

party headquarters, and city/town halls and City Ward offices.  Voters may also log onto the 

Recorder’s office web site at www.recorder.pima.gov and download a form to complete and mail 

in.
