Voters who are registered as Independent or Party Not Designated may vote in the 
upcoming August 28, 2012 primary by selecting ONE political party ballot they wish to vote:  
Democrat, Republican, or Green party candidates.  The Libertarian primary ballot is limited to 
registered Libertarian voters by law.   “Independent voters are missing out on this opportunity 
and could have a very large influence in some contested primary races”, states Ms Rodriguez.
